However, the system upgrades and advanced technology that was developed and 

subsequently added into the cards was worth the wait”. Cogan added, “This is not just a 

plastic card you flash for a simple discount; this card has a magnetic technology in it similar to 

a debit or credit card. Our cards do much more than most people realize.” Participating 

merchants will receive free custom software from Slant Media Group in 2nd Q ‟09 which works 

direct with the cards. When a Local Card is swiped through a merchant POS [Point of Sale] 

system, this software will track customer loyalty and issue loyalty shopping rewards or loyalty 

points; it can also track and issue cash back rewards, which can then be spent at that 

merchant or any other participating Local Card Business location.

To find great Local Card offers, a card holder would either 

check online at www.pclocalcard.com or look for a “PC Local Card” sticker in the window of a 

local business. Card holders will also receive occasional e-blast offers from businesses or for 

services about which they‟ve expressed a desire to receive information about.
