Local Card concept was e-marketed to approximately 4,000 Park City locals and 1,200 local
businesses. Within 48 hours 1,200 locals had requested to ‘pre-register’ for the card
online and 200 local businesses also expressed a desire to participate in the Local
Card program.

In a KPCW local radio interview September 18" Glenn Cogan, Slant Media Group’s
President and CEO said: “No one and no business is immune to feeling the pain of our
economy; we saw a need to offer our clients a more affordable and more simple, eco-
responsible solution to reaching local customers.” Cogan continued, “Our goal for this card is
that we might help Park City businesses move away from using direct mail coupons or tear-
out paper ads and inserts that clog our mailboxes and landfills with 3,000,000 Ibs of paper

The stylish plastic ‘credit card looking’ card will be mailed free to 15,000 local Park City
shoppers. Production and distribution of the card is covered by patrticipating local businesses
who enroll in the program for a small annual fee and who commit to offering great offers to
Local Card holders. In return for the low price annual fee, participating businesses can access
and benefit from many marketing services offered to Local Card merchants. Of course the
environment also benefits because this is a more eco-friendly, electronic (green) way for

businesses to contact their local customers!

Beyond the many obvious benefits this card offers Park City businesses and locals, and
notwithstanding the fact this program e-streamlines how locals businesses communicate with
their customers, one benefit towers above all the rest... Cogan said: “When this card is
embraced by Park City locals and businesses like we know it will be, local businesses will
have a more green, eco-friendly marketing solution to share their local discounts and other
special offers...
